Career Research Paper

Use the following format as a guide for your paper, but you may address other questions within each paragraph or add additional paragraphs.

Introductory Paragraph:  Start with a question or a quote about your career.  Offer a brief explanation of what this career involves. Create a thesis statement… a sentence that tells the reader what your entire paper is going to be about.  example: Being a teacher requires university schooling (1st paragraph topic), interests in working with youth (2nd paragraph topic), and being active and creative on a daily basis (3rd paragraph topic).

Body Paragraph 1:  What training or educational requirements are necessary for this type of work?  Salary?  Advancement?

Body Paragraph 2: What requirements are needed for this job?  What interests and abilities would a person need to perform this job?  What work related values of beliefs do you have that relate to what this job needs?

Body Paragraph 3: Describe what a typical work week would be like.  What supplies are used?

Concluding Paragraph:  Restate your thesis and tell what changes you will need to make in your personal life for this career.  What would be your strengths and weaknesses in this job?  End the paper with a broad statement about careers in general or your future.
